Mathematical Development
Our main focus for term 1 will be number
and counting.
Reception - will be learning to count up
to 10 objects accurately, as well as
developing recognition of  these
numbers. Please help your child at home
by spotting numbers and counting things
everywhere you go! Children will be
learning to compare groups of objects
and identifying which group has the
most or least.
Year 1 — will be ensuring our number
knowledge is secure to 20, reading and
writing and counting objects accurately.
We will then progress to addition and
subtraction. The year 1 children will use
concrete apparatus to help them add
and subtract 1- and 2-digit numbers.
We will then move onto 2d shapes,
learning to sort them, name them and
talk about how many sides and corners
they have.

Reception Phonics -We will be learning the individual
letter sounds, following the Rocket Phonics scheme. | will
be sending home 2 sounds each week for you to
practise. Please help your child become familiar with
recognising the lower-case letter shapes, and try and
find things that begin with the letter sound.

We will begin the term by reading and
reteling the story of Owl Babies.

Our Project is... Ancestors
In Term 1 our focus question will be ‘Who is in my family2’ We will be exploring our own family history
and finding out about the different members of our household.
